Review of Surveys

Throughout the year, St. Clair County sponsored community events that could positively impact stormwater quality. These sponsored events
encourage public participation to prevent pollutants in the storm sewer system. These activities include tire collection day, unused medicine
collection, Christmas tree collection, household hazardous waste collection, and paint collection days. Paper recycling was held in 91 schools and
in 2008 a total of 7,899,240 pounds was collected. This is an increase of about 250,000 pounds from 2007. The County sponsored a tire collection
on May 15-17, 2008. During this drive, 43,581 tires weighing 576.87 tons were collected. The spring and fall Telephone Book Recycling Programs
gave the community the opportunity to drop off telephone books at 18 locations around the County. 52,000 telephone books were dropped off in the
spring of 2008 and 13,000 were dropped off in the fall. During the County's Christmas Tree Recycling Program, 200 trees were collected.
Throughout the year, the County issued 24 press releases related to initiatives that minimize stormwater pollution. 37 special projects, along with 37
workshops and presentations were supported by the County in an effort to reduce all types of pollution,

including stormwater. 1,627 consultations and outreach activities were prepared in 2008. This also led to 5,668 stormwater pollution related
materials distributed.

BMP A5

Classroom Educational Materials

Although this BMP was not selected as part of St. Clair County's NOI, the County has taken steps to educate school children on the severity of
stormwater pollution. The St. Clair County Health Department issues a newsletter each month and it is posted on the Regional Office of Education's
website. The newsletter consists of articles for students with a wide range of pollution topics, including stormwater. The newsletter also lists
upcoming recycling events and schools that have won past recycling contests. Also in 2008, the annual Water Festival was held at Lewis & Clark
Community College in Godfrey, IL. 5th grade classes from 10 schools in St. Clair County took part in the event from 2006 through 2008. Part of the
festival includes a presentation given to the students on stormwater issues. The students learn about what they should do to be safe and how to
address illicit discharges. During the Water Festival, educational materials are handed out- such as the stormwater brochures, pencils, and rulers.

BMP C.1

Status of Outfall Mapping

During the last permit year, St. Clair County hired RJN Group to map outfalls of 303(d) streams in unincorporated areas. 95 miles of streams were
surveyed. A GPS device was used to record each point and a digital camera was used to take pictures for record keeping. The survey was
completed from March 2008 — February 2009 and yielded 1,800 data points. The Co-Permittee Communities are working with the County to
perform GPS mapping of outfalls for their receiving streams. The County has GPS equipment available for communities to use. Outfall mapping
work will continue during the second permit cycle.

BMP C.5 Illicit Source Removal Procedures

The St. Clair County Highway Department sponsors an Adopt-a-Highway Program throughout the County. 30.75 miles of roads in the County are
adopted and cleaned at least 4 times a year. By sponsoring this program, St. Clair County is pinpointing a significant source of stormwater pollution
by keeping trash out of streams and keeping road ditches clear of debris for storm events.

BMP D.6 & E.5 Construction Site Training

On October 3, 2008, the Erosion and Sediment Control Workshop was held at the Local 520 Operating Engineer Training Grounds on the campus
of Southern lllinois University Edwardsville (SIUE). The event was sponsored by the Madison, Monroe, and St. Clair Soil and Water Conservation
Districts. Speeches were given by an IEPA representative from Collinsville, IL, a representative from the St. Clair Soil and Water Conservation
District and from an environmental lawyer. Vendor presentations were given for inlet protection devices, permeable pavement and storm drain
separators. Site presentations and demonstrations were given on a rock sediment dam, turf reinforcement mats, rolled blankets, hydroseeding, and
scour stop. Several of the erosion control devices were installed a month prior to the workshop to gauge the effectiveness of each measure. SIUE
also demonstrated the newly built rain garden and their ongoing green roof project.
